Just a heads up for our next book group title – it’s Remarkable Creatures, by Tracey Chevalier... You might remember this author from her breakout hit The Girl with the Pearl Earring (made into a film starring Colin Firth and Scarlett Johansson). 

Here is an idea of what to expect from the latest novel from this splendid historical novelist:
‘In 1810, a sister and brother uncover the fossilized skull of an unknown animal in the cliffs on the south coast of England. With its long snout and prominent teeth, it might be a crocodile – except that it has a huge, bulbous eye. Remarkable Creatures is the story of Mary Anning, who has a talent for finding fossils, and whose discovery of ancient marine reptiles such as that ichthyosaur shakes the scientific community and leads to new ways of thinking about the creation of the world. Working in an arena dominated by middle-class men, however, Mary finds herself out of step with her working-class background. In danger of being an outcast in her community, she takes solace in an unlikely friendship with Elizabeth Philpot, a prickly London spinster with her own passion for fossils. The strong bond between Mary and Elizabeth sees them through struggles with poverty, rivalry and ostracism, as well as the physical dangers of their chosen obsession. It reminds us that friendship can outlast storms and landslides, anger and jealousy.’

CUP CAKE DECORATING COURSES IN ARMSTRONG ROOM

In November 2011 we were approached by Tiffany Wright to use the Armstrong Room for local cup cake decorating classes. Tiffany currently runs these classes in Rouse Hill and expansion to Lower North Shore will satisfy a growing student need in our area.

To test our facility Tiffany ran 4 classes in December which were all successful.

The Wardens have agreed to provide the Armstrong Room on 3 days every second week, there are no ongoing parish activities on any of these days, the rental received will be provided solely for the use of ministry expansion and we also see this activity as opening our parish to locals who may not even know there is a church here.


The classes will be conducted every second:

Monday from 10.00am to 2.30pm

Wednesday  from 6pm to 10.30pm

Saturday from 9.30am to 2.00pm

Parishioners should respect that the Armstrong Room is let for this outside activity and not interrupt the classes for any reason. Should toilets be needed for any reason the Lower Hall facilities should be used.

The classes conducted in December seem to attract an age group from 16 - 40 years, an age group which is very underrepresented in our parish family. The attendees are all local people and while this is not an evangelising exercise it can gives them the opportunity to experience our community as we try different things to encourage parish growth.
