Today we come together with the Church throughout the world to call to 
mind, and to express in word and action, our Lord's Passage from death 
to life, which is the centre of the Easter mystery. 
 
Today we greet him as our King, although we know his crown is thorns 
and his throne a cross. We follow him this week from the glory of the 
palms to the glory of the resurrection by way of the dark road of suffering 
and death.  
 
United with him in his suffering on the cross may we share his 
resurrection and new life. 
 
The people hold up their palm crosses and branches for a blessing. 
 
Let us pray. 
Blessed are you Almighty God, whose son Jesus Christ entered in 
triumph into the holy city this day to complete his work as our Messiah. 
May these branches and crosses be signs  of the victory of your Son. 
May we who carry them in his name ever hail him as our King and follow 
him in the way that leads to eternal life, who lives and reigns in glory with 
you and the Holy Spirit, now and for ever.

  Glory to you Lord Jesus Christ.   
 
As they approached Jerusalem and came to Bethphage and Bethany at the 
Mount of Olives, Jesus sent two of his disciples, 2 saying to them, “Go to the 

village ahead of you, and just as you enter it, you will find a colt tied there, 
which no one has ever ridden. Untie it and bring it here. 3 If anyone asks 

you, ‘Why are you doing this?’ say, ‘The Lord needs it and will send it back 
here shortly.’” 
4 They went and found a colt outside in the street, tied at a doorway. As 
they untied it, 5 some people standing there asked, “What are you doing, 

untying that colt?” 6 They answered as Jesus had told them to, and the 

people let them go. 7 When they brought the colt to Jesus and threw their 

cloaks over it, he sat on it. 8 Many people spread their cloaks on the road, 

while others spread branches they had cut in the fields. 9 Those who went 

ahead and those who followed shouted, 
“Hosanna!” 
“Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord!”  
10 “Blessed is the coming kingdom of our father David!” 
“Hosanna in the highest heaven!” 
11 Jesus entered Jerusalem and went into the temple courts. He looked 
around at everything, but since it was already late, he went out to Bethany 
with the Twelve.

A reading from the gospel according to Luke 23:20 - 49 

 
20 Wanting to release Jesus, Pilate appealed to them again. 21 But they kept 
shouting, ‘Crucify him! Crucify him!’ 22 For the third time he spoke to them: 
‘Why? What crime has this man committed? I have found in him no 
grounds for the death penalty. Therefore I will have him punished and then 
release him.’ 23 But with loud shouts they insistently demanded that he be 
crucified, and their shouts prevailed. 24 So Pilate decided to grant their 
demand. 25 He released the man who had been thrown into prison for 
insurrection and murder, the one they asked for, and surrendered Jesus to 
their will. 26 As the soldiers led him away, they seized Simon from Cyrene, 



who was on his way in from the country, and put the cross on him and 
made him carry it behind Jesus. 27 A large number of people followed him, 
including women who mourned and wailed for him. 28 Jesus turned and said 
to them, ‘Daughters of Jerusalem, do not weep for me; weep for yourselves 
and for your children. 29 For the time will come when you will say, “Blessed 
are the childless women, the wombs that never bore and the breasts that 
never nursed!” 30 Then ‘“they will say to the mountains, ‘Fall on us!’ and to 
the hills, ‘Cover us!’” 31 For if people do these things when the tree is green, 
what will happen when it is dry?’ 32 Two other men, both criminals, were 
also led out with him to be executed. 33 When they came to the place called 
the Skull, they crucified him there, along with the criminals – one on his 
right, the other on his left. 34 Jesus said, ‘Father, forgive them, for they do 
not know what they are doing.’ And they divided up his clothes by casting 
lots. 35 The people stood watching, and the rulers even sneered at him. 
They said, ‘He saved others; let him save himself if he is God’s Messiah, 
the Chosen One.’ 36 The soldiers also came up and mocked him. They 
offered him wine vinegar 37 and said, ‘If you are the king of the Jews, save 
yourself.’ 38 There was a written notice above him, which read: this is the 
king of the jews. 39 One of the criminals who hung there hurled insults at 
him: ‘Aren’t you the Messiah? Save yourself and us!’ 40 But the other 
criminal rebuked him. ‘Don’t you fear God,’ he said, ‘since you are under 
the same sentence? 41 We are punished justly, for we are getting what our 
deeds deserve. But this man has done nothing wrong.’ 42 Then he said, 
‘Jesus, remember me when you come into your kingdom.’ 43 Jesus 
answered him, ‘Truly I tell you, today you will be with me in paradise.’ 44 It 
was now about noon, and darkness came over the whole land until three in 
the afternoon, 45 for the sun stopped shining. And the curtain of the temple 
was torn in two. 46 Jesus called out with a loud voice, ‘Father, into your 
hands I commit my spirit.’ When he had said this, he breathed his 
last. 47 The centurion, seeing what had happened, praised God and said, 
‘Surely this was a righteous man.’ 48 When all the people who had gathered 
to witness this sight saw what took place, they beat their breasts and went 
away. 49 But all those who knew him, including the women who had 
followed him from Galilee, stood at a distance, watching these things.
